The TRANSFORM project applies analytical tools to understand the difference
in regions’performance in the knowledge-based economy and society, and
to develop insight into how regional policy-making can help foster positive
transformative change. The research is divided in two strands. The first
focuses on the role of regional innovation cultures’in explaining varying
outcomes, based on in-depth interpretative case studies of 12 differing
regions from across Europe.

The second strand develops and refines methods for benchmarking regions
according to uses of ICT which appear to be of most relevance for regional
development.
